MY VISION ON ONLINE TEACHING DURING AND
AFTER COVID-19 PANDEMIC

The changes that came about in the
field of education due to the COVID-19
pandemic was indisputably one of the

| major consequences of the pandemic itself

that affected numerous other fields of life.
As it revoked the very basic traditional norms of the pre-
existent educational system by drawing out the
students and teachers from their classrooms to digital
screens in their individual homes.

This change in the educational environment has
caused an equally major effect on both the teachers
and the students, which have further caused both
positive and negative impacts on the quality of lives and
education of the students and teachers. Along with this
change, the need of navigating through different digital
devices, mediums and software have become a crucial
skill required in both teachers and students.

Along with the time conserving aspect of online
classes, they also enable the parents to monitor their
wards closely and in a way work hand in hand with the
teaching faculty to discover a newly tailored way of
teaching that best fits their individual requirements.
Talking about the tailored aspects of learning, this
mode of learning also facilitates the students to adjust
the timings according to their own private and
household needs, as the classes can now be recorded
and saved for later purposes. This is an extremely
positive change from the earlier scenario where
lectures were a onetime commodity.

Above all the very existence of such facilities
allow a peace of mind to both parents and the
administrators of education as the students are given
access to education even during the deadliest of times
without being prone to being affected by the virus. But
with this amazing technology comes an array of
consequences as well. Especially in countries like ours
where a major digital gap exists due to the large
socioeconomic diversity. A lot of students did not have
access to the resources required to continue their

education through online modes and this proved to be

difficult for the teachers as well. This was because

along with the classes through zoom calls or Google

meets, different modes of classrooms that included

recorded classes through mass media like television

and radio also had to be introduced. The online mode

of classes also took away from the growth of students

that would come out of one to one interactions with

their mentors; this along with the lack of trust and

familiarity with the faculty negatively affects the quality
of the students and teacher relationships as well. Along
with the lack of familiarity with the teachers the
students also faced the issues of lessened interactions
with their peers and this would affect their social lives
inalong run. The reduction in the physical activities and
social interactions synonymous with the Institutional
environment of schools are one of the major issues that
needs to be looked into. The experience that comes
from carrying out hands-on learning activities were
also lost during this time. The reduced physical
activities paired up with hours of sitting in front of
screens with minimized movements can cause dreadful
effects on the health of both teachers and students.

However, in general, the transition of modes of
classes have not been smooth, both the student and
teaching communities have been doing their best to
tailor fit the methods to achieve the best possible
learning experience in such an adverse condition.
Nevertheless, without the possibility of online mode of
classes, the education system responsible for molding
our futures would have faced a downfall that would
have been hard to re-emerge from. That said one can
only be optimistic when the situation changes for the
better and education can return back to where they
rightfully belong and quality of education be available to
all students equally.
